Å All foods used for the childrenõs meals are fresh,  
delivered weekly from local shops or farms 
 
Å All nurseries have their own kitchens, the meals being 
cooked daily on the premises 
 
Å Cooks must be qualified in Food Hygiene along with 
a catering qualification or experience 
 
Å No foods are reheated or served again 
 
Å We have a summer and winter menu which offers a 
choice of 2 meals, one being vegetarian. Both are  part 
of a correctly balanced diet 
 
Å The main menu is adapted for babies under 2 years 
 
Å Specific dietary requirements / allergies are catered 
for 
 
Å Healthy snacks of fruit and vegetables along with 
milk, apple juice and water are served at regular      
intervals during the day 
 
Å Drinking water is available throughout the nursery 
day for all children 
 
Å As the children grow more competent, they have their 
own recognisable drinks cup / bottle to enable them to 
help themselves to a drink whenever required 
 
Å We try to discourage fruit squashes and encourage 
water to maintain healthy growth of teeth. 
 
Å A 4 week menu is on display in the nursery and a 
copy will be enclosed with a confirmed nursery 
place. 

Medicines 
 
Medicines can be administered in the nursery setting 
provided they have been prescribed by a doctor /   
dentist etc. Pain relieving medicines can be given with 
the written consent of the parents. Medicines that    
contain aspirin will not be given unless on prescription. 
 
We ask you to supply suntan cream for us to use on the 
children during the summer months. 
 

Babies who are bottle fed are held, receiving 

warm physical contact with an attentive adult, 

thus promoting their feeling of wellbeing and 

security. Water for drinking is easily accessible 

for all children to enable them to quench their 

thirst when they feel the need.  

 
Nutriton is often discussed at meal times and in 

activities, for example, older children talk about 

the foods that they enjoy and they describe how 

to make pancakes. Children are learning that 

some foods are not good for them. For example, 

they talk about sweets and see posters about 

caring for teeth and discuss their experiences 

when visiting the dentist.ó

Exclusive Baby Unit - Teddies, Kittens, 
Bunnies, Ladybirds and Bumble Bees 
 
Å The Baby Unit in Ross Road, Wallington is          
exclusively for babies and features a wonderful      
sensory room for babyõs five senses. 
 
Å The detached house (originally 2 semi-detached) 
has been specifically designed for babies and toddlers 
up to 2 years. 
 
Å Staff are required to have a Level 3 childcare    
qualification and have had baby experience. 
 
Å The environment is happy and stimulating with art 
work displayed throughout the unit to give babies a 
positive outlook on life. 
 
Å Toys and equipment all conform to British standards 
and are age appropriate. 
 
Å Each baby has its own feeding, sleeping and nappy 
changing schedule following the routine from home 
as closely as possible in the first few months.  
 
Å As in all baby units they follow the same theme as in 
the nursery but taking part in a very young, part time 
schedule. 
 
Å Babies favourite activities are love and cuddles,    
playing with the childcare practitioner, playing with 
noisy toys, exploring messy play, cornflour play,    
heuristic play and treasure baskets, music and music 
and movement.

Å Providing development for babies in a stimulating environment 



Å Babies aged 3 - 24+ months are cared for within 
small baby rooms in the nurseries. 
 
Å Babies have their own cots, high chairs and low 
chairs for daily use. Small stretcher beds (10ó from 
the ground) are available for toddlers in case       
parents or guardians are training them into a bed. 
 
Å As this is a young age we try to keep the room as 
homely as possible. 
 
Å Wall to wall carpeting ensures warmth and      
comfort to the little ones learning to sit-up, crawl or 
walk. 
 
Å Toys in the baby rooms are exclusively for this age. 
They are safe, bright in colour and large for little 
fingers. All toys conform to the British toy standards 
and health and safety regulations. 
 
Å Garden play is encouraged on a daily basis except 
in the colder months or wet / windy weather. 
 
Å Each age has small milestones that we aim for in   
partnership with the parents.  
 
Å From 6 to 12 months we aim for the child to be    
sitting, crawling, walking, using a teacher beaker, 
moving on to independent feeding and of course give 
constant encouragement in the use of language. 
 
Å From 12 to 22/24 months we aim to encourage 
some social skills, sharing, eating together at meal 
times, to master small cognitive and intellectual skills 
with the use of books, jigsaws, shape sorters etc. To 
develop more fully their physical skills with music and       
movement and wheeled toys, and allow them to   
practice their fine motor and creative skills with         
crayoning, painting, sand and water play. 
 
Å When baby reaches one year a celebration party 
takes place, a joyous if messy occasion, with parents 
being invited to join in the fun. 
 

Baby Rooms within our nurseries

òBabies and small children have rest periods, 
generally after lunch, where they are able to relax 
and sleep, soothing melodic background music 
adds to the calm atmosphere.ó 
 
òBabies who are unable to crawl outside in the 
winter, go on outings to the park in their specially 
extended buggies.

Å Providing a physical and emotional environment 



Red, Blue, Yellow and Purple Groups  
Emphasis at this age is on investigative play: 
 
Å Play through which the child can learn the basic skills 
necessary for future learning. 
 
Å Play whereby the child learns to gain in self         
confidence, self-esteem and self respect. 
 
Å Play which helps the child learn to share, to         
cooperate and to build good relationships with other 
children. 
 
Å Play to assist them in their communication and    
language skills. 
 
Å Play which helps them to develop a sense of curiosity 
and the need to explore further in their own small 
world. 
 
Å Play which teaches the child an understanding of 
basic concepts on which the foundation of their future 
education depends. 
 
 

Age Range 2+ to 3+  years 
 
Å At the age of 2+  years the toddler transfers to the day 
nursery of your choice and into a family group room. 
 
Å At first the children encounter similar toys and      
equipment to those in the baby units but gradually as 
dexterity and intellect develops the toys and            
programmes of activities become more involved and 
more refined skills develop. 
 
Å Personal skills such as toilet training, hygiene and 
learning to co-operate with others are all part of the 
little personõs learning programme. 
 
Å Meals are all cooked daily in the nursery kitchens and 
offer children a choice of menus. Children eat in their 
key groups at small tables with staff members learning 
to share and take turns. 
 
Å To enable children within a nursery to work on the 
same topic we have planned each theme for three   
different age groups. 
 
Å For example, if the theme is Creatures Great and 
Small, the 0-2 year olds learn about domestic animals, 
the 2-3 year olds may learn about both  domestic and 
farm animals and the 3-5 year olds learn about      
domestic animals, farm animals and wild animals. 
 
Å With the whole nursery carrying out the same overall 
topic, there will be scope for more interaction   between 
the children and the opportunity to extend the 
theme.

Three to Five Year Olds 

Rainbow Groups 
 
The child with parental permission moves into the   
Rainbow Group once he or she is entitled to the free 
Nursery Education Grant (NEG). The grant commences 
the term following the childõs third birthday (further  
information on page 22). 
 
The Rainbow Group is for children aged 3+  to 5 years 
- children at this age are in the final two years of the 
Early Years Foundation Stage. 
 
Play continues but it is structured holistically across the 
6 Learning and Development areas aiming for the 5 
outcomes of Every Child Matters. 
 
Children are observed and assessed and the results 
recorded on the Early Learning Goals. These results are 
passed on to school when the child commences the 
Year 1 class. 
 
Work in the Rainbow Group is created around 
ôthemesõ. 
 
Parents are encouraged to participate fully in the 
ôthemeõ and are informed of the topic in advance. 
 
Children commence the serious study of learning. 
 
Each day their framework of learning caters for work 
with numbers, words and language. 
 
Imaginative and creative work is centred around the 
ôthemeõ. 
 
Personal and social development is centred around the 
child being able to value him or herself and others but 
to also understand the difference between right and 
wrong.

òChildren have good access to technology. 
Computers and printers are accessible and 
children thoroughly enjoy the newly 
introduced, interactive whiteboard, where they 
listen to and follow simple instructions. They 
understand the need to take turns when 
playing together and wait for the egg timer to 
finish before taking a turn at the computer. 
Their self-esteem is boosted when they see 
photographs of themselves as screen savers 
on the computers and whiteboard.ó 

Each Rainbow room has a multi-media computer with 
programmes suitable to their ages and stage of       
development. 
 
This allows children to also value equipment as well as 
all the obvious advantages that computers can bring. 
 
For internet safety we have filtering controls for the   
childrenõs safety (updated regularly by our computer 
contractors). 
 
An Interactive Whiteboard (IWB) which is also a touch 
screen allows the children to learn and take part in a 
variety of activities from the computer or a DVD (e.g. 
Goldilocks and the Three Bears.) 
 
ôExtra Curricularõ subjects are offered to children in this 
age group, football and dancing being two of the   
current offers. 
 
Physical education is also part of the weekly routine 
and is a popular fun part of the childõs week.

Age Range Birth to Five Years 
 
Å The Early Years Foundation Stage sets the standards 
for learning, development and care for all children 
from birth to 5 years. 
 
Å The purpose of this play based approach to learning 
is to give all children the best possible start in life. 
 
Å The legislation for the Early Years Foundation Stage 
is part of the Childcare Act 2006 and consequently it is 
mandatory that all childcare settings follow the     
framework. 
 
Å This does mean that whichever setting your child     
attends, all children will be working towards the same 
developmental targets and will be inspected against the 
same criteria by Ofsted. 
 
Å The EYFS framework is a development programme of 
play that must be delivered through careful planning. In 
both group and individual care for all children from 
birth to the end of their fifth year in school. At 6 years 
of age children move onto the National Curriculum. 
 
Å Our planning uses 4 basic themes* (please see       
overleaf) through which we work towards 6 learning 
and development areas.** In turn these are referenced 
to the 5 Every Child Matters Outcomes.*** 
 
Å The foundation of our learning for the children will be 
through a variety of topics each of which has related 
themes. All this is displayed on the parent board      
outside each nursery room. 
 
Å Each child will have a Key Person who will be          
responsible for the specific care and learning of that 
child. 
 
Å Observations are carried out daily on the children 
and once collated help towards forming an Individual 
Learning Plan for each child.

Å Each nursery has its own garden, with areas fenced 
off specifically for babies. 
 
Å Garden play is throughout the year so we ask parents 
and guardians to leave a pair of boots and a raincoat 
and hood clearly labelled at the nursery (Remember the 
fun of a puddle?) 
 
Å For the winter and the summer the nurseries have     
covered external areas which shield them from the rain 
and winds. 
 
Å There are special shades in the garden that give a 
95% UVB protection from the sun which enables the 
children to play in safety. 
 
 

Å The gardens all have areas of safer surfacing where 
climbing apparatus is housed. 
 
Å In line with government requirements each nursery  
divides its garden into five of the six Learning and    
Development areas. The sixth area (personal, social 
and emotional development) happens naturally 
throughout the others. 
 
Å Rabbits and guinea pigs can generally be also found 
caged in the nursery gardens. 
 
 



Over the years we have found that chi ldren 
acquire discipl ine natura l ly in a group     
set t ing that  has a regular   rout ine. 
 
With in the nursery set t ing no chi ld  is  ever  
al lowed to be phys ical ly punished,  f r ightened 
or  humi l iated. 
 
According to age and development  of  the 
chi ld he or  she is talked through thei r       
misdemeanour.
